When using electric bicycles and electric scooters, it is possible to make work
easier and at the_same time save time for a social worker on the road, thereby
increasing the intensity ofthe social worker's work and the {uality ofservices
provided; to expand the provision ofcaregiver services, since in remote settlements
ofthe district it is often impossible to hnd a care assistant, the use ofthis type of
transport will allow a specialist to come from a neighboring settlement; to use an
environmentally friendly vehible in the settlement that does not harm the
environment (electric bicycle and electric scooter); to raise the prestige and
attractiveness ofthe profession of a social worker.
