Justification of the problem taking into
account the baseline situation in the
project region

STEM technologies were originally developed to improve and innovate the process of training
professional researchers and engineers in higher education institutions. However, practice shows that a
much greater effect can be achieved if elements of an interdisciplinary integrative approach are introduced
starting from kindergarten. Preschool children are more receptive to new information, their psyche is more
pliable and plastic, so knowledge is acquired faster, skills and abilities are formed without much
resistance. Such good baggage at the very start will be a significant advantage, an additional plus to the
bank of competencies, 2 guarantee of a specialist’s high competitiveness in the future. One of the features
of introducing STEM technology into the educational process in preschool education institutions is the
modular system. There are six educational modules, each of which is aimed at solving a specific range of
problems: LEGO construction, mathematical development, experimentation with living and inanimate
nature, F. Frebel’s didactic system, multi-studio “I create the world”, robotics. The use of these modules
in combination promotes the development of intellectual abilities and involves children in research
activities and introduces them to scientific and technical creativity. In Belarusian kindergartens, STEAM
education has been introduced in a targeted manner. The State Educational Institution “Kindergarten No.
8 in Stolbtsy™ has the potential (including computer equipment, an interactive table) to introduce STEM
technology into the educational process with preschool children, but it is necessary to purchase
appropriate gaming equipment, educational visual aids and games.
